This trial is open to all dogs SIX (6) months of age or older that are registered with the
American Kennel Club or that have AKC Limited Registration, Purebred Alternative
Listing/Indefinite Listing Privileges (PAL/ILP), an AKC Canine Partners listing number or
approved Foundation Stock Service (FSS) breeds are eligible to participate. Dogs with a
Purebred Alternative Listing/Indefinite Listing Privileges (PAL/ILP) or an AKC Canine
Partners listing number must be spayed or neutered in order to compete.

Staging Area will be out of view of search area(s). Staging area will include crating, warm-up
and waiting area, as well as the secretary table for check-ins and posting of running order and
results.

The Handler's Briefing will take place in view of the search area prior to the start of each
class, after the hide(s) have been set and after the Demo Dog has run. In the Handler's
Briefing the judge will explain if there’s an off-leash option, number of hides, maximum height
of hides and maximum time for the search. NO DOGS are to be present during the Handler’s
Briefing.

A warm-up area the club shall designate a warm-up area. One labelled container per target
odor being used in the trial on that day will be placed in the warm-up area. This will allow
handler-dog teams to prepare themselves for the search prior to their run. Each team should
limit their warm-up to two minutes or less so that others may be able to use the warm-up area
as well. Clubs may also place blank containers.

SEARCH AREA AND RING CONDITIONS

Search areas may be of any shape, and of the size specified in the Regulations for each class.
Search Area Conditions. Searches may be indoors, on matted, carpeted, or tiled surfaces, or
outdoors on grass, gravel, earth, concrete, or asphalt surfaces.

Search Area Sizes will be as required in the Regulations for AKC Scent Work.

ADDITIONAL SITE INFORMATION
